Improved security and social cohesion for vulnerable population in Cox's Bazar district
1.1
Background

Even though trends over the last 15-years show a considerable poverty reduction in Bangladesh, the country still needs to enhance its performance with regard to some MDGs targets. Incidence of poverty is still high with significant territorial inequality among the districts. One of them is Cox's Bazar district showing socio-economic indicators far below the national average, factor that place it among the high-risk districts and, as such, unlikely to achieve poverty reduction targets. Contributing factors are inadequate education and economic opportunities, high level of malnutrition and insufficient water and sanitation and health facilities. Recent studies
 suggest that such situation is aggravated by unequal access to basic formal and informal services of a population characterized by the presence of different ethnic groups and lack of social cohesion.

In order to assist the Government of Bangladesh in improving the condition in the District and improve its indicators, the European Commission has launched the present Call for Proposals with the overarching goal to improve the socio-economic conditions of all the vulnerable residents of the District and particularly those living in the Upazillas of Ukhia and Teknaf
1.2
Objectives of the programme and priority issues 

The global objective of this Call for Proposals is to improve the human security and social cohesion for the vulnerable population of Cox's Bazar especially in Ukhia and Teknaf Upazillas
The specific objective(s) of this Call for Proposals is to improve self-reliance opportunities and access to basic facilities in the targeted areas. 
Priority A: Increase capacity of Local Government Institutions to offer services to vulnerable population

Priority B: Improve skills related to livelihood and self reliance of vulnerable population

Priority C: Improve health (including reproductive health) and nutrition, hygiene and water and sanitation conditions of vulnerable population
Actions may be cross-sectoral and include more than one priority. 
1.3
Financial allocation provided by the contracting authority
The overall indicative amount made available under this call for proposals is EUR 2 000 000. The Contracting Authority reserves the right not to award all available funds.
Size of grants

The size of the grant under this programme corresponds to the amount of EUR 2 000 000
A grant may not be for less than 50% of the total eligible costs of the action.
In addition, no grant may exceed 80 % of the total eligible costs of the action (see also section 2.1.4). The balance must be financed from the applicant's or partners' own resources, or from sources other than the European Community budget or the European Development Fund.

Eligibility criteria

There are three sets of eligibility criteria, relating to:

applicant(s) which may request a grant (2.1.1), and their partners (2.1.2);
actions for which a grant may be awarded (2.1.3);
types of cost which may be taken into account in setting the amount of the grant (2.1.4).

2.1.1
Eligibility of applicants: who may apply?
(1) In order to be eligible for a grant, applicants must:
· be legal persons and
· be non profit making and
· be nationals
 of a Member State of the European Union, in an accession or official candidate country as recognised by the European Community or in a Member State of the European Economic Area, in a developing country as specified by the Development Assistance Committee of the Organisation for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD/DAC) ( see annex I,for the complete list), or in any country other than those referred to previously, where reciprocal access to their external assistance has been established. 
. This obligation does not apply to International Organisations and
· be directly responsible for the preparation and management of the action with their partners, not acting as an intermediary and
· be registered with the NGO Affairs Bureau of Bangladesh at least one year before the date of the call and have proof of registration. This exempts those applicants without permanent representation in Bangladesh and operating through local implementing partners for which the registration with the NGO Affairs Bureau is however mandatory and
· Have demonstrated working experience with vulnerable groups and in the sector of social cohesion and
 (2) Potential applicants may not participate in calls for proposals or be awarded grants if they are in any of the situations which are listed in Section 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions (available from the following Internet address: http://ec.europa.eu/europeaid/work/procedures/implementation/index_en.htm);

In part B section VI of the grant application form (“Declaration by the applicant”), applicants must declare that they do not fall into any of these situations.
2.1.2 
Partnerships and eligibility of partners

Applicants may act individually or with partner organisations or in consortium
Partners
Applicants’ partners participate in designing and implementing the action, and the costs they incur are eligible in the same way as those incurred by the grant beneficiary. They must therefore satisfy the eligibility criteria as applicable on the grant beneficiary himself.
A consortium is an ad hoc group of two or more development NGOs which take joint responsibility for an operation. If a project is presented by a consortium, the conditions listed above must be fulfilled individually by all the members of the consortium. The consortium will designate among its members a lead NGO which must be able to assume full contractual responsibility for the operations undertaken, based on a mandate from the other members of the consortium. The lead NGO in particular must have the capacity to manage an operation of the scale of that for which a grant is being requested. All consortium members must contribute financial and/or other resources and play an active role in the operation.
The following are not partners and do not have to sign the “partnership statement”:
· Associates

Other organisations may be involved in the action. Such associates play a real role in the action but may not receive funding from the grant with the exception of per diem or travel costs. Associates do not have to meet the eligibility criteria referred to in section 2.1.1. The associates have to be mentioned in Part B section IV - “Associates of the Applicant participating in the Action” of the Grant Application Form. 
· Subcontractors
The grant beneficiaries have the possibility to award contracts to subcontractors. Subcontractors are neither partners nor associates, and are subject to the procurement rules set out in Annex IV to the standard grant contract.

The applicant will act as the lead organisation and, if selected, as the contracting party (the "Beneficiary").

2.1.3
Eligible actions: actions for which an application may be made

Definition: An action (or project) is composed of a set of activities.

Duration

The planned duration of an action may not be lower than 12 months nor exceed 24 months.
Sectors or themes

Priority A: Increase capacity of Local Government to offer services to vulnerable population

This Priority aims at supporting action aimed at increasing the capacity of Local Government with regard to service delivery in all relevant areas like education, health, hygiene, water and sanitation, garbage management, environmental issues, promoting dialogues among groups etc. 

Priority B: Improve skills related to livelihood and self reliance of vulnerable population

This Priority aims at supporting actions aimed at strengthening skills of the entire vulnerable population related to improving their livelihood and enhancing self reliance

Priority C: Improve health, hygiene and water and sanitation conditions of vulnerable population

This Priority aims at supporting actions addressed at enhancing sustainable changes of hygiene behaviour and access to health and safe water and sanitation facilities

 Location

Actions must take place in Cox's Bazar district and preferably in Teknaf and/or Ukhia Upazilas of Cox’s Bazar district with exception of the two official refugees' camps of Nayapara and Kutupalong and any refugees' makeshift camps in the vicinity of these official camps which are therefore excluded from this Call for Proposals.
Types of action

Only activities that fall under the priorities described under section 2.1.3 of these guidelines are eligible for funding under this Call for Proposals. Projects should be self-contained operations indicating a coherent set of activities with clearly defined operational objectives, target groups and planned, tangible outcomes within a limited timeframe. Activities should be designed to meet the specific needs of the target groups identified by the project. Cross-sector activities are allowed and actions may include more than one priority. 
The European Commission considers the promotion of gender equality and the rights of women, children and disabled, to be cross cutting issues that should be reflected in all activities it supports. Therefore all project designs under each priority should indicate how actions will affect the situation of women, children, and disabled, and how their needs have been taken into account
Types of activity

Activities under Priority A may consists in supporting training of government, coaching, support, logistics, facilities, service delivery, information sharing and advocacy, organization of community dialogues and exchange among different groups, and activities promoting social cohesion for instance in areas  such as sport, art, culture etc
Activities under Priority B may consist in among others: training of trainers, skills training, vocational education, awareness-raising, organization of communities, improving capacity of existing training facilities and trainers, information dissemination
Activities under Priority C may support capacity building and awareness raising of communities and local-level organizations, capacity building of health staff in general and female staff in particular, reproductive health related activities and provision of family planning methods, nutrition education, breast feeding promotion and counselling, training courses for communities and NGOs' staff, community mobilisation and organization, information sharing, installation of water supply technologies, establishment of village sanitation centres for production and installation of hygienic latrines, installation of school sanitation, production of information and communication materials, promotion of access to local-level safe water and sanitation systems, promotion of innovative actions to ensure long-term change in  hygiene behaviour and access to safe water and sanitation, etc
The following types of action are ineligible:

· actions concerned only or mainly with individual sponsorships for participation in workshops, seminars, conferences, congresses;

· actions concerned only or mainly with individual scholarships for studies or training courses;

· one-off conferences. Conferences can only be funded if they form part of a wider range of activities to be implemented in the life-time of the project. For these purposes, preparatory activities for a conference and the publication of the proceedings of the conference do not, in themselves, constitute such "wider activities";

· actions supporting political parties;

· academic research (unless it is a limited part of a broader project);

· operations which discriminate against or exclude individuals or groups of people on grounds of their gender, religious beliefs or lack of them, or their ethnic origin; 

· purchase of equipment or furniture if this is not linked to the implementation of activities;  

· core funding (operating grants) of the applicant or, where applicable, its partner(s) (for activities, which are normally carried out by the applicant and/or its partner(s)); 

· the beneficiaries may not use the budget of the project to award grants to third parties
Number of applications and grants per applicant

An applicant may not submit more than one application under this call for proposals.
An applicant may not be awarded more than one grant under this call for proposals.
An applicant may not at the same time be partner in another application

Partners may not take part in more than one application
2.1.4
Eligibility of costs: costs which may be taken into consideration for the grant

Only "eligible costs" can be taken into account for a grant. The categories of costs considered as eligible and non-eligible are indicated below. The budget is both a cost estimate and a ceiling for "eligible costs". Note that the eligible costs must be based on real costs based on supporting documents (except for subsistence costs and indirect costs where flat-rate funding applies).
Recommendations to award a grant are always subject to the condition that the checking process which precedes the signing of the contract does not reveal problems requiring changes to the budget (for instance arithmetical errors, inaccuracies or unrealistic costs and other ineligible costs). The checks may give rise to requests for clarification and may lead the Contracting Authority to impose modifications or reductions to address such mistakes or inaccuracies. The amount of the grant and the percentage of co-financing as a result of these corrections may not be increased.
It is therefore in the applicant's interest to provide a realistic and cost-effective budget.

Eligible direct costs

To be eligible under the Call for Proposals, costs must comply with the provisions of article 14 of the General Conditions to the Standard Grant Contract (see Annex F of the Guidelines).
Contingency reserve

A contingency reserve not exceeding 5% of the direct eligible costs may be included in the Budget of the Action. It can only be used with the prior written authorisation of the Contracting Authority.
Eligible indirect costs (overheads)

The indirect costs incurred in carrying out the action may be eligible for flat-rate funding fixed at not more than 7% of the total eligible direct costs.

If the applicant is in receipt of an operating grant financed from the Community budget no indirect costs may be claimed within the proposed budget for the action.

Contributions in kind

Contributions in kind are not considered actual expenditure and are not eligible costs. The contributions in kind may not be treated as co-financing by the Beneficiary. 

The cost of staff assigned to the Action is not a contribution in kind and may be considered as co-financing in the Budget of the Action when paid by the Beneficiary or his partners.

Notwithstanding the above, if the description of the action as proposed by the beneficiary foresees the contributions in kind, such contributions have to be provided.
Ineligible costs

The following costs are not eligible:

· debts and provisions for losses or debts;

· interest owed;
· items already financed in another framework;

· purchases of land or buildings, except where necessary for the direct implementation of the action, in which case ownership must be transferred to the final beneficiaries and/or local partners, at the latest by the end of the action;

· currency exchange losses;
· taxes, including VAT, unless the Beneficiary (or the Beneficiary’s partners) cannot reclaim them and the applicable regulations do not forbid coverage of taxes;
· credit to third parties.

2.2
how to apply and the procedures to follow
Please note that the prior registration in PADOR
 for applicants and their partners for this Call for proposal is obligatory.
PADOR is an on-line database in which organisations register themselves and update regularly their data. 

Data provided by organisations in PADOR is used by the European Commission for checking the eligibility of the organisations that participate in calls for proposals.  

In PADOR, organisations introduce the same data that is requested in the chapters II (for the main applicants) and III (for the partners of the main applicant) of the paper application form. This data concerns the organisation itself, it is not linked to the project proposal.

Organisations obtain their EuropeAid ID after having completed the registration process. The registration process consists in encoding, saving and submitting consistent information on all the PADOR screens (such as Sectorial and Geographical experience, Financial data, etc.).

Before starting the registration of your organisation in PADOR, please check whether there already is a person, within your organisation, who has registered it before you. Notwithstanding the above, the applicant can submit a request for derogation concerning its registration in PADOR. A reasoned request for derogation should be sent to the Contracting Authority at the address as indicated in these Guidelines 21 days before the deadline for submission at the latest. Clarifications will only be requested when information provided is unclear, thus preventing the Contracting Authority from conducting an objective assessment.
Hand-written applications will not be accepted.

Please note that only the application form and the published annexes which have to be filled in (budget, logical framework) will be evaluated. It is therefore of utmost importance that these documents contain ALL relevant information concerning the action. No additional annexes should be sent.

Evaluation and selection of applications
Applications will be examined and evaluated by the Contracting Authority with the possible assistance of external assessors. All actions submitted by applicants will be assessed according to the following steps and criteria:

If the examination of the application reveals that the proposed action does not meet the eligibility criteria stated in paragraph 2.1.3, the application shall be rejected on this sole basis.
(1) STEP 1: OPENING SESSION AND ADMINISTRATIVE CHECK
The following will be assessed:
· The submission deadline has been respected. If the deadline has not been respected the application will automatically be rejected.
· The Application Form satisfies all the criteria specified in points 1-5 of the Checklist (section V of part B of the grant application form). If any of the requested information is missing or is incorrect, the application may be rejected on that sole basis and the application will not be evaluated further.
Following the opening session and the administrative check, the Contracting Authority will send a letter to all applicants, indicating whether their application was submitted prior to the deadline, informing them of the reference number they have been allocated and whether they have been recommended for further evaluation. 
(2) STEP 2: EVALUATION OF THE CONCEPT NOTE

The evaluation of the Concept Notes that have passed the first administrative check will cover the relevance of the action, its merits and effectiveness, its viability and sustainability. The Contracting Authority reserves the right not to undertake the evaluation of the Concept Notes whenever considered justified (for example when a less than expected number of applications are received) and to go straight to the evaluation of the corresponding full applications..
Please note that the scores awarded to the Concept Note are completely separate from those given to the Full Application.
The Concept Note will be given an overall score out of 50 points in accordance with the breakdown provided in the Evaluation Grid below. The evaluation shall also verify the compliance with instructions provided in the guidance for Concept Note, part A of the grant application form.

Once all Concept Notes have been assessed, a list will be established with the proposed actions ranked according to their total score. 

Firstly, only the Concept Notes which have been given a score of a minimum of 12 points in the category "Relevance" as well as a minimum total score of 30 points will be considered for pre-selection. 

Secondly, the list of Concept Notes will be reduced in accordance to the ranking to those whose sum of requested contributions amounts to twice the available budget for this Call for proposals, taking into account the indicative financial envelopes foreseen by lot. The Evaluation Committee will subsequently proceed with the applicants whose proposals have been pre-selected.
(3) STEP 3: EVALUATION OF THE FULL APPLICATION 
An evaluation of the quality of the applications, including the proposed budget, and of the capacity of the applicant and its partners, will be carried out in accordance with the evaluation criteria set out in the Evaluation Grid included below. There are two types of evaluation criteria: selection and award criteria.

The selection criteria are intended to help evaluate the applicants' financial and operational capacity to ensure that they:

· have stable and sufficient sources of finance to maintain their activity throughout the period during which the action is being carried out and, where appropriate, to participate in its funding;

· have the management capacity, professional competencies and qualifications required to successfully complete the proposed action. This also applies to any partners of the applicant.

The award criteria allow the quality of the applications submitted to be evaluated in relation to the set objectives and priorities, and grants to be awarded to actions which maximise the overall effectiveness of the call for proposals. They enable the selection of applications which the Contracting Authority can be confident will comply with its objectives and priorities and guarantee the visibility of the Community financing (see http://ec.europa.eu/europeaid/work/visibility/index_en.htm). STEP 4: VERIFICATION OF ELIGIBILITY OF THE APPLICANT AND PARTNERS
The eligibility verification, based on the supporting documents requested by the Contracting Authority (see section 2.4) will only be performed for the applications that have been provisionally selected according to their score and within the available financial envelope. 
· The Declaration by the applicant (Section VI of part B the grant application form) will be cross-checked with the supporting documents provided by the applicant. Any missing supporting document or any incoherence between the Declaration by the applicant and the supporting documents may lead to the rejection of the application on that sole basis. 
· The eligibility of the applicant, the partners, and the action will be verified according to the criteria set out in sections 2.1.1, 2.1.2 and 2.1.3.

Following the above analysis and if necessary, any rejected application will be replaced by the next best placed application in the reserve list that falls within the available financial envelope, which will then be examined for the eligibility of its applicant and the partners.

Submission of supporting documents for provisionally selected applications 

Applicants who have been provisionally selected or listed under the reserve list will be informed in writing by the Contracting Authority. A financial identification form conforming to the model attached at Annex E of these Guidelines, certified by the bank to which the payments will be made. This bank must be located in the country where the applicant is registered. If the applicant has already signed a contract with the European Commission or where the European Commission has been in charge of the payments of a contract, a copy of the previous financial identification form may be provided instead, unless a change in its bank account occurred in the meantime.
6.
Copy of the applicant's and/or where applicable partner organization's registration with the NGO Affairs Bureau of Bangladesh. 
Where the requested supporting documents are not uploaded in PADOR they must be supplied in the form of originals, photocopies or scanned versions (i.e. showing legible stamps, signatures and dates) of the said originals. However, the Legal entity sheet and the financial identification form must always be submitted in original.
Where such documents are not in one of the official languages of the European Union or in Bengali, a translation into English of the relevant parts of these documents, proving the applicant’s eligibility, must be attached and will prevail for the purpose of analysing the application.

Where these documents are in an official language of the European Union other than English, it is strongly recommended, in order to facilitate the evaluation, to provide a translation of the relevant parts of the documents, proving the applicant’s eligibility, into English.

If the abovementioned supporting documents are not provided before the deadline indicated in the request for supporting documents sent to the applicant by the Contracting Authority, the application may be rejected.
Based on the verification of the supporting documents by the Evaluation Committee it will make a final recommendation to the Contracting Authority which will decide on the award of grants.

Conditions applicable to implementation of the action following the Contracting Authority's decision to award a grant

Following the decision to award a grant, the Beneficiary will be offered a contract based on the Contracting Authority's standard contract (see Annex F of these Guidelines). By signing the Application form (Annex A of these Guidelines), the applicant declares accepting, in case where it is awarded a grant, the Contractual conditions as laid down in the Standard Contract. 
If the successful applicant is an international organisation, the model Contribution Agreement with an international organisation or any other contract template agreed between the international organisation concerned and the Contracting Authority will be used instead of the standard grant contract provided that the international organisation in question offers the guarantees provided for in article 53d (1) of the Financial Regulation, as described in Chapter 7 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions.
Implementation contracts

Where implementation of the action requires the Beneficiary to award procurement contracts, it must award the contract to the tenderer offering the best value for money, that is to say, the best price-quality ratio, in compliance with the principles of transparency and equal treatment for potential contractors, care being taken to avoid any conflict of interests. To this end, the Beneficiary must follow the procedures set out in Annex IV to the Contract.
2.7      EARLY WARNING SYSTEM AND CENTRAL EXCLUSION DATABASE
