	1. Can we submit a Concept Note/ Application for one upazila for one lot?
	1. Applications can only be submitted for all upazilas named under each lot. Splitting of the lots is not permitted. 

	2. Are we eligible to submit a Concept Note as we are not a partner of PKSF? 
3. Are we able to submit a Concept Note for   more than one Lot?
	2. Section 2.1.1 of the Guidelines is clear on this issue: “in case the applicant is a local NGO, it must be a  partner organisation of PKSF (reference year 2010), and all local partners involved in social transfers (allowances, inputs and assets) under FLS to beneficiaries must be partner organizations of PKSF (reference year 2010). This obligation does not apply to local partners of International Organisations.”

3. An applicant may not submit Concept Note 

Applications for more than 2 lots.

	4. We have had a microfinance programme with PKSF since 1991. Are we therefore eligible to submit a concept note?

5. Do we need to submit separate Concept Notes for more than one lot, or a single Concept Note for two lots?

6. Is it possible to submit a bid without a partner?

7. Are additional marks awarded for having a partner?
	4. Applicants must meet the criteria of being a partner organisation of PKSF during the reference year (2010). 

5. A separate Concept Note needs to be submitted for each application made.

6.  A bid may be submitted without a partner(s).

7.  Additional marks will not be awarded for the sole reason of having a partner(s). 

	8. What is the definition of Ultra-Poor, Marginal Farmers and Share Croppers for FLS?
	8. The Guidelines are clear on the target group: “Fifty thousand ultra-poor female headed households and thirty thousand ultra-poor marginal farmer and sharecropper households preferably women or female headed households. For this Call for Proposals the definitions of Ultra Poor Women Headed Households and Ultra Poor Marginal Farmer and Share Cropper Households for FLS Project are as follows: 
The ultra-poor women headed households are defined as: 

Those women who are divorced, widowed, abandoned, unmarried or who have disabled husbands; who have no significant productive assets and extremely low and irregular income, or no family income; functionally landless women who own less than 0.10 acre of land; women who have no active adult male member in the household; who themselves are unemployed or work as day-labourer or as domestic help; economically most vulnerable and socially most disadvantaged, disabled or ethnic minorities. 

The Ultra Poor Marginal farmer and Share-cropper households are defined as:

· Ultra Poor Marginal farmer households are those who own maximum of 1 acre and a minimum of 0.5 acre of land, and

· Ultra Poor Share-Cropper households are those who own maximum of 0.5 acre and a minimum of 0.10 acre of land, but he/she also sharecrops or rents or leases up to 1 acre of land.
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
