	1. Our proposed partners are not a partner organisation of PKSF but have substantial experience of agricultural interventions in the FLS project area. If we apply with such partners will our application be cancelled?
	1. Section 2.1.1 of the Guidelines is clear on this issue: “all local partners involved in social transfers (allowances, inputs and assets) under FLS to beneficiaries must be partner organizations of PKSF (reference year 2010). This obligation does not apply to local partners of International Organisations.” If your partners will not be involved in social transfers (allowances, inputs and assets) then they are eligible. 



	2. We are an International NGO working in Bangladesh since independence. We have an office in Dhaka registered under Foreign Donations (Voluntary Activities) Regulation Ordinance with NGO Affairs Bureau of Bangladesh. Are we eligible to apply for this call for proposals? 
3. As the applicant we will include several Bangladeshi local partners (registered with the NGO Affairs Bureau) of which some are PKSF partner organisations and some are not. Do our partners need to be a partner organisation of PKSF?
	2. Section 2.1.1 of the Guidelines is clear on this issue: “in case of International NGOs, have had an office in Bangladesh or have worked with local NGO partners in North-western Bangladesh in the area of food security, poverty alleviation, agriculture or rural development for at least three years during the period 2000-2010.”

3. Section 2.1.1 of the Guidelines is clear on this issue: “all local partners involved in social transfers (allowances, inputs and assets) under FLS to beneficiaries must be partner organizations of PKSF (reference year 2010). This obligation does not apply to local partners of International Organisations.” International NGOs are not defined in this Call for Proposals as International Organisations, so your partners must be partner organisations of PKSF. The exception is if your partners will not be involved in social transfers (allowances, inputs and assets) then they are eligible. 

 

	4. What would be the selection criteria for 50,000 ultra-poor female headed households and 30,000 ultra-poor marginal farmers and sharecroppers?


	4.  The selection criteria and procedure will be decided by the implementing agency DWA, supported by a Technical Assistance Team and agreed with the European Union Delegation. 

 

	5. Does awarding of one grant mean that only one lot would be awarded to one applicant?

6. Should we use exactly the same objectives and results given in the guideline, or may we re-construct these at our own accord, keeping in-line with the objectives / results of the FLS Project?

7. The guideline states that 500,000 ultra poor households exist in the project area including 75,000 ultra poor female headed households. What is the source of the above data?
