Or €16 million = 100% of the project value which includes 5% match, and then the EC contribution will be below € 16 million.
	1. The EU will contribute a maximum amount of 95%.  The total amount of the EU contribution can furthermore not exceed €16 million. However, the EU contribution can be lower than 95%. There is therefore no upper limit for the project budget.

	3.  The answer is no.  In fact, it is not common practice to specify verifiable indicators for the "Overall Objective". However the EU pays importance to being able to measure and verify the results and achievements of EU financed projects.
