Do you need to see our 5 member organizations each have individual experience of managing “individual donor-funded projects/programmes in any field of competence of at least five million Euros”?

The criterion is just applicable to the Lead NGO only, in the case of a Partnership approach?  
Or 
Are we in position to apply if all we have more than three years of experience in the field of implementing non-formal education program but do not have experience of managing “individual donor-funded projects/programmes in any field of competence of at least five million Euros”? Note that all we have experience of managing “individual donor-funded projects/programmes in any field of competence of less than five million Euros”? 
We do competently qualify all other criteria mentioned in the guideline. 


	1.Applicants must comply and respect all eligibility criteria mentioned under 2.1.1 and 2.1.2 of the guideline: 
In order to be eligible for a grant, 
an applicant must
· have at least three years documented experience with the provision of non-formal education services in Bangladesh in at least three different districts and

· Have managed individual donor-funded projects /programmes in any field of competence of at least five million Euros.

For his/her partners, the following provision applies (2.1.2 of the guidelines, page 6)

Partners with at least three years documented experience with the provision of non-formal education services in Bangladesh in three different districts who have managed individual donor-funded projects/programmes in any field of competence of less than 5 million Euros.
