European Union joins Climate Change Resilience Fund with € 8.5 million





10 million people in Bangladesh, being affected by the consequences of climate change, are the eventual beneficiaries, targeted under the Bangladesh Climate Change Resilience Fund (BCCRF). The fund aims to support until 2015 climate change adaptation, mitigation and disaster risk reduction measures. Just recently the Government of Bangladesh and the European Union (EU) signed an Agreement, according to which also the EU will now begin to finance the BCCRF with € 8.5 million (Taka 800 million).





The Bangladesh Climate Change Strategy and Action Plan (BCCSAP) are at the heart of the BCCRF. The Fund is managed under the supervision of the Ministry of Environment and Forests and supported by a number of development partners, including for the moment United Kingdom, Denmark, Sweden, World Bank and now also the EU. The financing of the Fund stands in total at about € 85 million. Already, other Development Partners have shown interest in contributing to the Fund in the near future.





The BCCRF provides the government with a mechanism to manage the substantial international support in this area in a way that facilitates high-level coordination, donor harmonization with a maximum flexibility in fund management and transparency; all this will also enhance the possibility of attracting and utilizing additional funds from both local and external sources.
