Government and the European Union join forces to better protect people and nature in the Sundarbans





The European Union will support the Forest Department of the Ministry of Environment and Forests with a €10 million (90 crore takas) grant programme in its efforts to protect and manage the Sundarbans Reserve Forest (SRF).
